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SCHOLARSHIPS

Cabrillo College awarded 1,256 scholarships to students last year totaling $979,527.

This critical support eases the financial burden of attaining an education for students and their families. 

Scholarship recipients often express their wish to support students like them when they are financially able. 

One former student, Astrid Atkinson, now an Engineering Director at Google, made that wish a reality when 

she funded the STEM Endowed Scholarship for Women.

“I was a student at Cabrillo for several years 
after moving to the US, and much of what 
I learned (from art to math to philosophy) 
contributed to my later career success in 
unexpected ways. Community colleges play 
a critical role in helping people change the 
trajectory of their careers and of their lives, 
and I learned so much from the diverse people 
and communities I met through Cabrillo. In 
the tech industry those diverse voices aren’t 
as well represented as any of us would like,  
and I started this scholarship as a way to 
support and encourage people seeking to 
enter STEM disciplines.”

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Monterey Peninsula Foundation paves the way for Student Success.

Cabrillo College is one of 20 California Community Colleges to be part of the Guided Pathways Project, a 

venture designed to substantially increase the number of students who earn a certificate, degree, or transfer. 

Guided Pathways is a complete restructuring of Cabrillo’s processes to better serve our students and improve 

completion rates. The California Community College Chancellor’s Office has earmarked $150 million for this 

initiative for the next five years, but Cabrillo urgently needed funding for the pilot year. Monterey Peninsula 

Foundation stepped up to the plate and awarded $240,000 to kick-start the first year.

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FACULTY GRANTS FOR STUDENT SUCCESS

Cabrillo’s faculty and staff are the heart and soul of the college and the foundation 
is proud to support their efforts in the classroom and beyond with grant programs 
that enhance student learning.

Faculty annually submit proposals that are reviewed by a committee of faculty and foundation board members. 

Last year, nearly $55,000 was awarded to 26 projects submitted by faculty and staff. One $12,000 grant 

that supports learning every day was awarded to our tutoring programs to help maintain their Polyhedral 

System. “Poly” is a computer tracking system where students sign in for tutoring. It streamlines the process 

of assigning tutoring and tracks the hours of tutoring received, by date, time, tutor, and subject. Utilizing Poly 

in	the	Hub,	Stem	Center,	and	Watsonville	Integrated	Learning	Center	is	familiar	and	easy	for	the	students.		

Data collected from Poly can be integrated with information from the college database to obtain more 

detailed statistics regarding retention and completion. Many students see a 20% grade improvement when 

they use tutoring services.

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WOMEN’S EDUCATIONAL SUCCESS (WES)

Women’s Educational Success (WES) puts emergency funding in the hands of a student with an 
unexpected expense — like Jamie Pyle, who received a grant to help with needed car repair. Jamie Pyle 

is a single mom with an ambitious dream of starting a non-profit someday. Working on her business degree, 

caring for her sick mother and getting her children to school was already daunting, but when her car needed 

new tires, she wasn’t sure how to proceed. “I was really in a predicament. I never got my high school diploma, 

so I was not eligible for Financial Aid,“ Jamie explained. She was awarded an emergency WES grant of $750 

that helped her stay on the road and in school.
